Regulations of student dormitories of the Wrocław Medical University
General provisions
§ 1
1. A Student Dormitory, hereinafter referred to as the “SD”, is a place of residence, study and rest for students/doctoral students and other authorised persons.
2. On the premises of the SD, upon having obtained the approval of the Head of the Student Dormitories Section or of the Manager of Student Affairs Department, student organisations can have their seats.
II. Obligations of the residents
§ 2
Residents of a Student Dormitory shall be obliged to:
1. Comply with the applicable regulations and any other provisions regarding dos and don’ts, hygiene and safety, fire safety and sanitary regulations, as well as other provisions of the Manager of Student Affairs Department and the Head of the Student Dormitories Section, applicable with respect to the premises of the SD.
2. Use the place allocated in the SD in a manner which corresponds to the principles of social interaction.
3. Residents of the SD are obliged to secure their property on the premises of the SD on their own.
4. Report, on an ongoing basis, any observed technical problems, damage or missing equipment at the reception of student dormitories. In case of noticing damage or in case of observing missing equipment or a piece of furniture in a room, a resident is obliged to repair or bear the costs of the repair, or to purchase the equipment or bear the costs of its purchase (report of damage or missing equipment, attachment number 2b).
5. Keep the room and general use facilities in proper order and tidiness, as well as to sort garbage.
6. Timely pay the fees for their place in the SD. 
7. In case of arrears in the payment in the amount equivalent to 3 times the rental fee, the Head of the Student Dormitories Section shall have the right to evict the resident in the presence of a committee. 
8. Have their own bedlinen (duvet, pillow case and sheet). 
9. Present a valid resident’s card upon every entry to the premises and facilities of the SD.
III. Visits
§ 3
1. Free of charge visits may take place between 6 a.m. and midnight.
2. A visitor is obliged to leave their identity document at the reception of the SD and to provide the surname and room number of the visited person.
3. Persons visiting the SD after midnight shall be treated as persons who are making use of the accommodation service, which shall require the payment for staying overnight. The payment is charged by an employee of the reception of the SD, in accordance with the price list currently in force.
4. Visitors who are under the influence of alcohol, narcotic drugs or aggressive persons shall not have the right to enter the SD.
5. A resident of the SD shall be fully responsible for their guests (inclusive of pecuniary responsibility).
6. A representative of the administration shall be authorised to verify the identity of the persons staying on the premises of the SD at any time.
7. Employees of the Student Affairs Department shall have the right to refuse the entry to the premises of the SD to persons not residing therein, without providing a reason therefor.
IV. Maintenance and organisational provisions
§ 4
1.
Residents of the SD are not allowed to:
1) make the keys to their room available to third parties, and to let persons who have not left their identity document at the reception to stay overnight,
2) leave guests in the room during the absence of the residents, without notifying an employee of the administration of the SD thereabout,
3) run illegal business activities on the premises of the SD and to register a business activity at the address of the SD,
4) keep animals, combustible materials and caustic substances in the room, as well as weapons and ammunition,
5) take objects which constitute the property of the University outside of the premises of the SD,
6) organise social events which disturb the peace of their room-mates and residents of other rooms (inclusive of playing loud music),
7) make permanent changes in the room, i.e. moving furniture, causing damage to walls, window joinery and doors by knocking nails, gluing posters etc.,
8) use devices which are constitute a threat to life and a fire risk in the room,
9) possess, consume, bring in and sell alcohol, narcotic drugs and to smoke tobacco,
10) leave gas cookers which are turned on without any supervision,
11) place advertisements, announcements, posters etc. in places other than the boards intended for such purposes,
12) obstruct/block circulation routes and evacuation routes with big objects (e.g. bicycles, clothes dryers),
13) bring their own furniture and equipment without making arrangements with the administration of the SD,
14) leave motor vehicles in marked fire department access roads. 
§ 5
1. The quiet hours apply between 10 p.m. and 6 a.m. 
2. A document which authorises a person to enter the premises of the SD is a valid resident’s card issued by the administration of the SD.
3. During the year residents of the SD are allowed to change their places or a room allocated to them exclusively with the consent of an employee of the administration of the SD.
4. During an academic year an employee of the administration of the SD has the right to relocate a resident to another room, in connection with the necessity to fully make use of the places available.
5. Residents of a room in the SD shall not have the right to refuse to accept a new room-mate directed by the administration to a vacant place.
6. In particularly justified cases, an employee of the administration may, in the presence of a committee, enter a room during the absence of residents.
7. Residents shall be obliged to notify the administration of the SD about any observed problems, failures and irregularities by entering them into a notebook located at the reception of the SD.
§ 6
Failure to comply with these Regulations shall bring about the forfeiture of a place of residence in the SD.
§ 7
1.
Residents of the SD are allowed to make use of the student centre located in the basement of the Bliźniak Student Dormitory. The regulations of the student centre constitute attachment number 2c to these regulations. 
2.
Residents of the SD are allowed to organise a barbecue on the premises of the campus of student dormitories, in a place intended for this purpose, while complying with the health and safety regulations, as well as the fire safety provisions. However, it is conditional upon making an entry in the notebook located at the reception of the SD and cleaning the area used by them for this purpose afterwards.
