Subject Regulations: Sociology in medicine
Department of Medical Humanities and Social Science
in the 2019/2020 academic year

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]All classes take place according to the schedule in the hours and rooms provided for in the class schedule. 
2. During the first class the teacher will present detailed conditions of evaluation in accordance with the syllabus of Sociology in medicine.
3. The schedule of office hours of the teacher will be announced during the first class. 
4. Presence on seminars of Sociology in medicine is mandatory.
5. All student’s absences and seminars cancelled due to Rektor’s/Dean’s Day must be made up for in a form of essay.
6. The student is obliged to participate in classes with the student group to which he was assigned.
7. Students are required to attend classes on time and not to leave the class without permission.
8. Teacher will verify the presence of students in each class and keep records of student attendance.
9. Classes are problem-oriented and based on active participation of students. Students shall be adequately prepared (work at home including: reading the texts, preparing the presentations, conducting research on the topic indicated by teacher).  
10. During classes, student activity is evaluated through seminar tasks, active attendance, taking part in discussions and debates, presentation on chosen topic, and tests as described in details in the syllabus of the subject. Thus obtained results can be added together and influence the final grade of the course. Teacher will keep the records of the student’s grades. 
11. Erasmus students who are not assigned to particular group should inform the teacher about this fact during the first class and shall attend the classes with the group which will be indicated by the teacher.
12. Student who already passed the Sociology in medicine during the previous studies, should present their records and the detail program of the course to a teacher and write the request of transferring the credit/grade to the chief of the Humanistic Sciences in Medicine Department. The final decision is made by the chief of the Department after the consultation with the teacher. 
13. Classes are conducted in English using the literature of different forms (books, articles, online resources, videos).
14. Students are obliged to follow the teacher’s instructions.
15. The student is obliged to inform the lecturer or the head of the Department about any unlawful, disturbing, or dangerous situations or events.
16. Before entering the class room, outer clothing should be left in the locker room. 
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
